Admission Requirements for Chabot College:

Chabot Community College has a four semester Associate Degree in Nursing (ADN) program. Students are
admitted once a year inthe fall. Programadmission is contingentupon meeting all minimum requirements. To be
eligiblefor admission, students must complete the following fixed courses prior to enrollment: English 1A,
Sociology 1, Psychology 1,and Communications 1, or 10.

GPA Requirements for Chabot College Nursing Program:

1. An overall science grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 for Human Anatomy, Human Physiology and
Microbiology courses with only one“C.” Each coursemust be 4-5 semester units with lab.

There is now a 7 year recency for these 3 sciencecourses.
2. Students who have withdrawn or repeated will have 2 points deducted from their score. Multiple
repeats or withdrawals will have5 points deducted from their score

TEAS (Test of Essential Academic Skills) Requirements for Chabot College:

A minimum compositescore of 62% on the ATl TEAS with no more than one unsuccessful attemptis required.
